This webQuest was designed for Arlington Classics Academy 4th graders to research and write biographies about presidents, inventors, educators, scientists, and more.  This will be worked on at school and home.  While at school, we will work on this in technology class and some language arts time.  Mrs. Lowery and I are looking forward to this assignment! 
 
Task 
As a Researcher and interviewer, you will have two main tasks to complete:
1)     First, you will individually choose and research a famous person.

2)     With this information, you will become this character and present your findings to the class in the form of an interview.

Process

1.      Individually, you will choose a person from to research. Use the website given in the resources section to pick your person.
 2.      You must get approval from your teacher for your person.
 3.      You will then research your famous person. You should use the website given in the resource section, encyclopedias, and library books to research your person.
 4.      Once your research is complete, you will write at least 10 interview questions about your famous person. During your interview, you must include the birth and death dates of your famous person, their place of residence, and their major accomplishments. 

 5.      When researching your famous person look for many different and unique facts to make your interview interesting for your audience.
 6.      When you have finished your research, you will need to write up two different pages- One page will have interview questions that your partner will read to you and the other page will have your interview answers that you will read.

-         Did you tell us where they lived or where born ( 10 points)
 

-         Did you tell us about their major accomplishments ( 25 points)
 

-         Did you have at least 10 questions and answers ( 25 points)
 

-         Did you have 5 interesting facts (10 points)
 

-         Were you prepared for the interview ( 10 points)
 

-         Did you use a loud, clear voice so everyone could hear ( 10 points)
